ADVENT - The Church’s yearly Advent herald is a call to repentance. The 
season of Advent urges us to be open to a conversion of heart. As a family of 
faith, we are urged to hear this call to conversion to prepare ourselves to be 
ready to greet the Son of Man. On the first Sunday of Advent, we light the 1st 
candle of  Advent  - the “Prophecy Candle” in remembrance of the prophets, 
primarily Isaiah, who foretold the birth of Christ. On the 2nd Sunday of    
Advent, the 2nd candle is lit representing love. On the 3rd Sunday of Advent, 
also known as Gaudete Sunday, meaning “to rejoice” the 3rd candle is lit 
representing joy. On the 4th Sunday of Advent, the 4th candle is lit, often 
called the “Angels Candle” representing peace.
